Therefore, the application of the school’s Code of Conduct must take into account the student’s abil-
ity to meet behavioural expectations.

Disciplinary action, wherever possible, is preventative and restorative, rather that merely punitive. The purpose of consequences for
unacceptable behavior is to help students learn from mistakes and be proactive about preventing further inappropriate behaviour.
